Advanced Conversational Chinese (CHIN 395) 

Course Objectives
This is an integrated course designed for students who have mastered basic Chinese grammar and a vocabulary of 3000 characters. As learners of intermediate-advanced level, students are expected to express themselves in fluent, accurate, complete, and culturally-appropriate Chinese. The course aims at helping learners to achieve this goal by providing frequently practiced vocabulary, sentence structures, and covering various socio-cultural topics in China today.

Course Requirement:
1． Class Preparation: students are required to do preparation for text readings
2． Class Participation: students are expected to be participative, including practicing pronunciations, dialogues and exercises on sentence structure
3． Assignment: students must submit the assigned homework according to the stated deadline, in particular the translation and writing exercises in textbooks
4． Review: students should do reviews after every class. It could be done with the tutor assigned or by oneself.
5． Tests:

· Dictation for vocabularies learned in class; 

· Quiz for each chapter;

· Mid-term and final examinations

CHIN 250 and CHIN 251 or equivalent courses
