Course Description:

	This course approaches the study of contemporary Chinese foreign policy by first taking students to appreciate the complexities in China’s interactions with its neighbors. This is important and necessary because developments in relations between China and its neighbors often do not get reflected in news headlines and academic research in the West as they should. Yet the regional context often shapes Chinese foreign policy behaviors towards states outside of the region and Chinese response on a number of global issues. 

The second component of the course goes over salient issues in China’s relations with the major powers and China’s role in a number of prominent global issues. This section is very much a survey of issues, given the depth of those issue areas. But, students are encouraged to bring to the class attention to issues they deem to be worthy of notice as well.

Numerous books and articles deal with issues related to the study of Chinese foreign policy. Students are advised to pursue, on their own, readings that offer comprehensive introductions to the subject matter, as part of gaining a background for understanding journal articles selected as required course readings. It is useful to frequently refer to such news sources – all on-line – as the China Daily, Beijing Review, International Herald Tribune, and Financial Times.


Course Outcomes:

	Upon completion of the course, a student will have gained new knowledge and perspectives into the broad subject of Chinese foreign policy. The writing of weekly reflection papers facilitates that thinking process and the term paper shall be the product to present student’s new findings. 


Course Requirements and Form of Assessment:

	A basic requirement is for each student to turn in a short (anywhere between 2 and 5 pages, single spaced) paper of reflections on the readings assigned for the week. This is due, in hardcopy form, in class from the second meeting onward. In such a paper, summary of the key points made in the readings should be kept to a minimal. Instead, a student should focus on what new insights he/she gains, what critique he/she can offer and, more importantly, what additional questions seem to remain. One way to fashion the overall purpose of such a reflection paper is that the student is writing a professional note to the community of scholars who share an interest in finding more convincing answers to research questions about the particular issue(s). The reflection paper will not be graded for contents therein but submission is mandatory.


Another requirement is for students to write a term paper. The final paper is due in the examination week of the course. No plagiarism is tolerated.
