Drawing:  Seeing China through Western Eyes
NEW COURSE PROPOSAL:   "Drawing:  Seeing China through Western Eyes"

LEVEL AT WHICH COURSE IS ADDRESSED:  This is an introductory drawing course. The student needs no pre-reqisites nor prior experience to succeed in this course.  Beijing is our laboratory and the topic of all our drawings.  When the student has completed this course they can draw Trees, buildings, automobiles, vegetables, human beings in real life situations and in perspective. 

MATERIALS USED IN THIS COURSE:  Marking pens, black ink, Chinese brush, various grades of graphite,  colored pencils and various grades of paper.

NATURE OF CLASS INSTRUCTION:  Each class addresses in the appropriate sequence:  1) Use of materials, 2) Focusing/targeting of subject matter, 3) Composition of drawing, 4) Comprehension of subject matter (such as trees, buildings, vistas, etc.), 5) Human Being's movements, 6) Use of color. 7) Assembling disparate elements into a credible scene.  

DURATION OF CLASS:  There are 14 classes each 3 hours in length with two rest periods during the class.

HOMEWORK:  Each class has attendant homework of at least three hours, sometimes four hours.  Class work and Homework are accepted at each class period, reviewed by teacher, evaluated with copious notes and drawing suggestions and graded.  

GRADING IS BASED ON THE FOLLOWING PRINCIPLES:

     1) Did the student undertake the correct assignment?   Did s/he understand its goal?

     2) Did the student devote sufficient time to the drawing?  Was it rushed?   Carefully developed?

     3) Are all aspects of the drawing considered:  that is, the seven points named above 

     4) Did the student consider the FIVE FEATURES indicated on the grading sheet :  

                a) FORMAT OF DRAWING,

                b) COMPOSITION OF DRAWING,  

                c) IDENTITY OF LINE, 

                d) COMPREHENSION OF VOLUMES, 

                e) GESTURE OF HUMAN FIGURE.  

     5) How did student incorporate suggestions made on previous drawing in this new drawing?

     6) Is drawing clean, un-smudged?

     7) Did the student experiment with an array of drawing marks?

     8) What personal, unique contribution did student make to this drawing?

Each of the [14] homework drawings must be submitted at the beginning of class and the [14] class drawings must be submitted at the conclusion of class.  All drawing are graded equally.  Any missing drawing is considered as representing that portion of the graded work missing.  While attendance is not required, it is next to impossible for the work assigned in the class to be completed without attending the class.  Therefore an unexcused absence will most likely result in the diminution of the student's grade by that percentage represented by that missed drawing.  If 28 drawings are assigned [number may vary slightly from year to year] each drawing accounts for 1/28th of the final grade.  No other grading factor is included.
