Intensive Advanced Chinese (CHIN 250 & 251)

Course Objectives

This is an integrated course designed for foreign students who have
already mastered basic Chinese grammar and vocabulary of 2000
characters. The course aims at enhancing learners’ spoken Chinese and
vocabulary, and helps them adapt to life and culture in China in a short

term.

Course Requirement:

1. Class Preparation: Students are required to do preparation for text
readings.

2. Class Participation: Students are expected to be participative,
including practicing pronunciations, dialogues and exercises on
sentence structure.

3. Assignment: Students must submit the assigned homework
according to the stated deadline, in particular the translation and
writing exercises in textbooks

4. Review: Students should do reviews after class. It can be done with
tutor assigned or by oneself.

5. Tests:

o Weekly dictation/tests for sentences learned in class;

e Monthly tests on vocabularies and sentences;



e Mid-term and final examinations

Pre-requisite:

CHIN 103 and CHIN 104 or equivalent courses.
