Course Objectives

This is an integrated course designed for students who are with advance
Chinese level (including reading, writing, listening and speaking). This
course covers twelve pieces of real authentic materials about different
aspects of the society in modern China, such as Different Culture,
Parents and Children, Face the Desert, etc. and emphasizes on
improving the ability of the learners to use Chinese for communications,
reading comprehension and writing assignments.
